When you are having problems with the stitch on your sewing machine, after you've been asked if you have changed 

the  needle and re-threaded the next question is , "Are you using a high quality thread?" All reputable sewing machine 

dealers will tell you to use only quality thread. Why would THAT matter? 

As thread is guided through the sewing machine it passes through many openings and through a set of tension disks. 

All the places that the thread travels have a purpose in maintaining the sewing machines tension. In most of the newer 

machines on the market the tension disks are hidden inside a plastic cover. This protects the disks from dust and    

damage, but it also does not allow you to see what may be happening. If you aren't purchasing high quality thread, 

you may be damaging the disks. Eventually you could have problems with the machine maintaining an even tension 

as you sew. 

Are you going to take the chance on all the $$$ you have put into a sewing machine and the time 

that you  invest in sewing and crafting projects????
